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Planning for Growth in Edinburgh and South East Scotland
Planned growth for business and industry, new housing, and the transport and other infrastructure to service it are at the heart of the new Strategic Development Plan (SDP) for the South East Scotland which is published this week. 

The SDP ‘Proposed Plan’ contributes not only to driving the region out of recession over the next few years, but provides also for longer term sustainable development over a 20-year period that aims to meet the needs for jobs and housing while also accounting for the challenges of climate change.

Following a wide-ranging public consultation exercise in 2010, the Councils of South East Scotland (SESplan) have taken on board the comments received in putting together this Plan. However, the Councils can consider any further comments submitted over a 6-week representations period between now and 19th December.
To assist those who may wish to make representations, a series of information events are being held across the region in the next few weeks. Details of these events and how to make representations on the Proposed Plan are available from the SESplan website www.sesplan.gov.uk. All comments received by 19th December will be considered by the Councils prior to the Plan finally being submitted to the Scottish Government for approval. 

Councillor Russell Imrie, Chair of the SESplan Joint Committee, said “The Plan aims to create a positive framework through which economic growth can be promoted. It covers issues that are relevant to everyone including housing, employment, access to transport and climate change. I would encourage everyone to have their say on the content of the Proposed Plan.”

SESplan – the Strategic Development Planning Authority for Edinburgh and SE Scotland - was established in 2008 to produce a Strategic development Plan for the Edinburgh City Region. SESplan is a partnership of The City of Edinburgh, East Lothian, Fife, Midlothian, Scottish Borders and West Lothian Councils.  The Strategic Development Plan sets out the long-term development strategy for future development in the area and what is needed to deliver it. Once the Plan is approved by Scottish Ministers, it will replace the existing Structure Plans covering the area.
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
